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Abstract ] Objective To analyze the influence of psychological nursing on the compliance behavior of patients with chronic renal failure. Methods The
subjects of the study were patients with chronic renal failure admitted to our hospital. The admission period was from December 2018 to November 2020, with
a total of 70 cases. They were randomly divided into study group and control group, with 35 cases in each group. The control group took routine care, and the
study group used psychological care on this basis. Compare the compliance rate of the two groups of patients' doctor's order behavior. Results The compliance
rate of patients in the study group was higher than that of the control group (P<0.05). Conclusion The application of psychological nursing in the nursing of
patients with chronic renal failure can effectively improve the compliance rate of patients' medical advice.
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
